· Assess and utilize company financial information to make decisions that improve, enhance, and augment the financial strength of the company
· Initiate and manage vendor relationships 
· Prepare reliable current and forecasting reports 
· Set up and oversee the company’s finance IT system 
· Ensure compliance with the law and company’s policies 
· Manage team of comptrollers, accounting supervisors, and financial analysts

· Providing leadership, direction and management of the finance and accounting team
